The children will begin this topic, by reading The Iron Man by
Ted Hughes. An exciting discovery will kick start their learning

about this text and inspire lots of brilliant writing. They will use

their writing skills for a variety of purposes, including writing a
set of instructions on how to put the broken Iron Man back
together. In Guided Reading sessions, the children will develop
their vocabulary, inference, prediction, retrieval and summary
skills, by exploring a range of different text types.

In SPaG lessons, the children will explore the composition of a
sentence, including determining whether it is a statement,
guestion, exclamation or command and learn how to use
conjunctions and connectives to extend simple sentences.
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In music this term the
children will learn the song
‘Let Your Spirit Fly’.
This unit teaches the
children the importance of
finding the beat in a piece of
music and keeping time
with others.
The children will have the
opportunity to perform as a
group and introduce simple
instruments to accompany
their singing.
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This topic has a strong science
focus and the children will be
able to build upon their
scientific enquiry skills as they
conduct a range of fair tests
to explore the scientific
concepts they learn.

The topic will look at forces,
including gravity and air
resistance as the children
measure these forces and
explore them in real life
scenarios.
