Welcome to Mexico. The children will get
ready to explore this unique country,
from its towering temples and stunning
geography to its pulsing rhythms and fun
festivals. They will concoct a traditional
fruit cocktail or a delicious Mexican meal.
The children will discover the mysterious
world of the ancient Mayan civilisation.
Make their chocolate, learn their poetry,
play their ball game and follow all of their
curious rituals.
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To start the year the children will begin by
looking at place value up to 10, 000, 000.
They will compare, order and round different
numbers. We will look at common factors,
prime and square numbers and long division.
At the end of the term they will revise and
build on their knowledge of fractions and
decimals, converting between the two.
Throughout the term they will use new skills
to solve a range of word problems.

Over the first two terms this year the children
will be looking at the skills they need to be

able to take part in team and individual
games. They will take part in netball, dance
and gymnastics. Towards the end of term 2
they will create and perform a dance style of
their choice.

Term 1

Hola Mexico!

Throughout term 1, the children will learn
about light. This project teaches children
about the way that light behaves, travelling in
straight lines from a source or reflector, into

the eye. They explore how we see light and
colours, and phenomena associated with
light, including shadows, reflections and
refraction.

English

Over the term, the children will focus their
writing based on the story ‘Holes’. They will
imagine that they have been sent to the
Chihuahuan Desert in Mexico and develop
their writing style in order to write a setting
description, instructions, diary entry and
much more. Through the different tasks set
they will use a high level of descriptive
language, including how they feel about
being there and what hardships they would
face and report them using a good
descriptive vocabulary. The children will
begin to develop their use of language and
writing for a purpose.

Knowledge and
understonding of the
world

This term in RE, the children will be exploring
what is known as a ‘big question’ which is:
What difference does it make to believe in
Ahimsa and grace?

(Hinduism and Christianity)
