This term the children will explore Dynamic 
Dynasties!   
 
The project teaches the children about the 
history of ancient China, focusing primarily on 
the Shang Dynasty, and explores the lasting 
legacy of the first five Chinese dynasties, 
some of which can still be seen in the world 
today!  

 
 

 
 

 

PE-Games 

 
Over the third term this year the children will 
be looking at the skills they need to develop 
as a footballer. They will explore dribbling, 
passing, shooting, possession in defence and 
attack and controlling the ball. They will also 
look at how to play as a team.  
 

Maths 

During term 3, Year 5 will continue to build 
on their knowledge of multiplication and 
division. Children will also begin to apply their 
knowledge of the four operations to problem 
solving with fractions. 
 

Science 

This term the children will gain a greater 
understanding of Earth and Space. The topic teaches 
the children about our Solar System and its spherical 
celestial bodies. They learn to describe the 
movements of the Earth and the other planets 
relative to the Sun, the Moon relative to Earth, and 
the Earth’s rotation to explain day and night.  
 

English 

 
Over the term, the children will focus their 
writing based on their topic.  They will begin 
with creating a biography of someone 
connected to space and end the term with 
writing a set of detailed instructions.  They 
will follow the talk for writing process to 
support their writing.  
 
Through the different tasks set they will use a 
high level of language. The children will 
continue to develop their use of language 
and writing for a purpose.  

Knowledge and 

understanding of the 

world 

 
This term in RE, the children will be exploring 
what is known as a ‘big question’ which is:  ‘If 
God is everywhere, why go to a place of 
worship?’ 

Art  

This Art project teaches children about the visual 
qualities of line, light and shadow. They explore 
the work of Pablo Picasso and Rembrandt! They 
get to use pencil, pen and ink wash to reimagine 
photographs in a shaded drawing.
