Geography

Interconnected world teaches the children
lots of essential skills and geographical
knowledge. The children have the
opportunity to learn about compass points
and four and six-figure grid references. They
also will get to learn about the tropics and
the countries, climates and culture of North
and South America.

Children will also get to conduct an enquiry
to prove a hypothesis, gathering data from
maps and surveys before drawing
conclusions.

Children will continue to develop their
fluency of the times tables. They will also
apply their knowledge of the four operations
to the topic ‘Measurement’. They will focus in

on learning more about length and perimeter.

PE-Games

Over the first term; half the class will be going
swimming where they will develop
confidence in the water whilst knowing how
to remain safe. The other class will work on
their netball skills and how they can improve
independently as well as a team.

This term the children will be looking
exploring the topic Statues, Statuettes and
Figurines. The project teaches children about
the 3-D representation of the human form.
They will get to study example from all
around the world.

English

Over the term, the children will focus their
writing based on their topic. They will begin
with creating a persuasive advert for to
encourage a tourist to travel to a certain
place. Their second piece of writing will be to
write a non-chronological report

Through the different tasks set they will use a
high level of new language. They will also
follow the Talk for Writing process to help
them structure their writing.

The children will begin to develop their use
of language and writing for a purpose.
