Maths

This term the children will
begin by learning about
money. They will explore the
coins and notes we use and
how to add, subtract and
find change. They will apply
this knowledge to practical
and word problems that will
put the learning into real-
world contexts.

The children will begin
looking at the concepts of
multiplication and division,
through grouping, sharing
and repeated addition. They
will explore the 2, 5 and 10
times tables.
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This term, the children will be
exploring Still Life drawings.
