Finally the children will
explore mass, capacity and
temperature, using grams
and kilograms, millilitres and

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This term, the children will be
exploring sewing in the unit
‘Cut, Stitch and Join’. They
will begin by conducting some
research into textiles and
sewing before practicing
some of the techniques.
Finally, using their learning,
the children will plan and
apply the skills to sewing their
own piece and evaluating its
successes.
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English
This term the children will begin by looking at the features of
biographies and autobiographies and using these to write
about themselves. They will then look at the features of
newspaper reports and use Talk4Writing to create a report
about Neil Armstrong landing on the moon.
In Guided Reading sessions, the children will continue to
develop their fluency in blending, expression and
comprehension skills linked to their phonics learning.
In SPaG lessons, the children will explore the use of tenses to
indicate the past, present and future in their writing. They will
also look at changing the meaning of root words by adding

suffixes.
