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BUTTERFLY KITES (AND FLUTTERING SIGHTS) colour in a butterfly
template, copying spring butterflies (or design your own). Add a stick and
string. Try running with your kite to make it fly. Which butterflies can be
seen in April? Spot them on the reserve.

BOTANY BUTTON BOOKS Mini, flower-filled, button books to make and
keep. Fun filled notebooks for secrets and treasures. Spring flower hunt.
FALLING BLOSSOM make a pretty, pale pink blossom, garland using egg
box flowers. Hunt for blossom around the reserve.

Fill it with
tiny plants grown on the reserve.

Sink into
comfy cushions and soft rugs. Three short children’s stories will be read by
our volunteers at 2.30pm, 3.00pm and 3.30pm. Get stuck into our
children’s books in the Dome. No need to book, but please be prompt for
the timed story telling.
