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Maths


This term the children will explore the concepts of time, shape and statistics.


With time, they will practice reading and writing times to one-minute intervals in analogue and digital formats.


In shape, the children will look at angles and perpendicular and parallel lines. They will draw 2D-shapes and use nets to make 3D-shapes.


In statistics, they will look at pictograms, bar charts and two-way tables as ways of representing data. They will ask and answer questions about data.





English


The children will revisit persuasive writing, learning about Sir David Attenborough and thinking about arguments to support protecting the environment. They will also explore a range of poetry styles, finding one that they enjoy to create their own performance pieces.


In guided reading, the children will be continuing to read chapter books to develop their fluency and comprehension. They will be practicing the VIPERS comprehension skills in whole class reading sessions. 


In SPaG lessons, they will be consolidating their learning and practicing using direct speech and the present perfect tense.








Geography


This term the children will explore the world, through a range of maps and atlases.


They will use the compass points as well as four-figure grid references and longitudes and latitudes to located places on a map.


The children will look at European countries and cites, as well as focusing on UK geography – understanding the countries that make up the UK and some of the major cities.


They will look at weather and climate and how land is used for different things.
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Knowledge and Understanding the World





This term the children will explore the question ‘Why is the Bible important to Christians?’  


They will consider the teachings and stories in the Bible and how Christians can apply these to their daily lives.
































Music


This term the children will consolidate their learning, revisiting some of their favourite genres of music.


They will continue to practice a combination of singing and playing instruments to accompany their songs. 


The children will apply their learning to compose simple pieces using both voice and instruments. They will look at how this is recorded.





PE


This term the children will be playing tennis. 


They will work on their hand-eye co-ordination to serve and return the ball. 


The children will learn some of the simple rules and practice keeping score during their matches. 


They will use their prior learning to develop and improve on their skills and sportsmanship.





Spanish





This term, the children will be consolidating their learning of the language so far.


They will have lots of opportunities to have conversations to practice their pronunciation and apply their learning.


The children will combine the vocabulary they know to create more complex phrases.





Homework





A new Home Discovery grid will be sent home on Friday, with a new set of activities to choose from linking to this term’s topic.
